Sustainable Site Development/Winery Design is one of the practices we can use to foster environmental stewardship.  According to the U.S. Green Building Council, in the U.S. buildings account for:

65% of electricity consumption

30% of greenhouse gas emissions

30% of raw materials use

30% of waste output (136 million tons annually)

12% of potable water consumption

Sustainable site development works to reduce the percentages of these items.  Additionally, sustainable winery design and operation can return greater profits because of reduced operating costs and lower energy bills.  As a side benefit, sustainable wineries offer their employees a healthier working environment that can result in higher productivity, less absenteeism, and increased retail sales.
