· Comprehensive Guide to Sustainable Management of Winery Water and Associated Energy workshop scheduled for April 22. Originally developed for CA, the NGWI has expressed interest and promoted the idea of taking the workbook and workshop to WA and to NY.  Both states have expressed an interest and we have a date now set.  Joy has committed to $1,000 toward this effort and asks other wineries to consider a contribution.  Joy asked the group if DOE should be involved from the front end of this seminar.  To be proactive with DOE would presumably be a wise move to work collectively on future requirements.  The group discussed the merits of working closely with DOE and reaching out to their people that do the permitting. DOH permits incoming water.  DOE permits wastewater.  Suggested that DOE permit folks be invited….need to find the key person.  Suggested that WSDA be invited in as they sometimes get involved with permitting when DOH does not or it does not apply for a specific reason.  Suggested that perhaps city wastewater folks be involved at some level too.  Tri-cities was a recommendation on location and perhaps at WSU.
