- Grant update on University of Washington Field Research and Consultation Group for a total of $133,239 (our portion will be $40,000 on health and safety topics from L&I Safety and Health Investment Projects (SHIP) grants are awarded to projects directed at preventing workplace injuries, illnesses, and fatalities in Washington State.)
Nicolas shared a concern about the progress without funding and Joy offered to seek out Altria.

Joy expressed great disappointment that drafts from the DOE TREE were being presented to industry members as “policy”.  It was shared that if DOE both regulates and educates then the draft document should be only used by the regulatory side after approved by both the industry and DOE.
