Funding Efforts:

Vicky shared the process of the Specialty Crop Block Grant that was submitted to WSDA on Monday for funding to complete Winewise.  We expect to hear something back by late August when WSDA must submit their request for funds to USDA.
The group is asked to look for other possible grant sources.

Joy has contacted BPA and DOE to ask for their input on possible available grants for parts of Winewise.

US Department of Energy (USDOE) has program monies to help with pilot energy programs (Northwest Energy Efficiency Alliance -NEEA) for facilities to be ISO certified.  The link is: http://www.energyimprovement.org/pilot.html   SMWE plans to apply.  It does cost some money up front but you do get the process paid fro which could run into the tens of thousands of dollars.    

DOE TREE team visit:

DOE (Technical Resources for Engineering Efficiency), the non-regulatory side of DOE, did visit SMWE and Col Solare this week and both Shaila and Joy joined the team visit.  The challenge was to share information that represented the entire industry.  They offered to help provide input into Winewise.  (Sections that they could review to include: Energy, Water, Waste, Material Handling and Site)

Winery safety:

Liz Kindred, who used to work at Columbia, offered to share some material on safety that she put together.  Joy asked her to provide written permission.  Liz shared that the permission would need to come from Glenn Coogan at Columbia (Ascentia).  Joy has followed up with him. 

Review intro, check list, assessment for each section

· Energy efficiency-(Joy) Robb McKinney at SMWE and his group are reviewing.
· Water management-(Patrick now) Robb’s group will also review this section and then have it ready to review by the whole group.  Kennedy Jenks continues to have interest.
· Education and research-(Kerry) if she is leaving we will need to find a replacement in Extension? 
· Waste management, reduce reuse, recycle-(Nicolas) He is out of town.
· Staffing, safety and HR-(Tim) Not available.
· Material Handling-(Shaila) The section has been revamped.  She will also reach to the EnviroStar program in King County to add in some sections.  She is also reaching out to other engineering contacts to have them review the section.  She will share it with DOE by next week. 
· Environmentally Preferred Purchasing-(Mickey) Not available but need an update. Does LIVE have something on this?  Other industries do have work to share.
· Community Outreach-(Valerie).  No work since last meeting.
· Site Development-(Judy) Judy gave a brief update on her work to date.  Shaila shared that there is a winery in Oregon that has done some great work and she will get the info to Judy.
LIVE:

Joy talked with Chris Serra and he shared that their winery portion is behind schedule and that Winewise will likely be out by the time they work out the kinks.
ISO-14001 (environmental side):

It may not be feasible for wineries in Washington due to their small size.  It is fairly regimented.  It is estimated that it would cost $30,000 to $60,000 to get in the program in addition to annual fees of $10,000 to $15,000.

Next steps:

Each group needs to do an update to their section and get it to Joy.

Joy asked if there would be interest in an energy meeting (like the process water workshop) to include lighting, engines, etc.  She asked for members to get back to her.
