Funding efforts update

SMWE looked into whether Altria (Umbrella company for SMWE) would be a funding option and also a grant submitted to the WSDA specialty crop block grant. The question was raised as to what the fall back position would be if the WSDA grant did not come through.  The group discussed options and assumed that the industry would be asked to step up.  Nicolas offered to help write a letter of request to wineries.
