Status review of each chapter:

All chapters are in final draft form except two: Joy is meeting with Mickey (Environmentally Preferred Purchasing) next week and will reach out to Valerie (Community Outreach) as well. Update: Valerie submitted the Community Outreach chapter drafts after the meeting. 
In the meantime, all chapters will go out to the industry for review this week.  Responses can go back to each chapter lead (their emails will be included).  The WWTG will be asked to send an email about asking for industry input on the draft Winewise chapters as will the Wine Commission and WAWGG.
Funding Update:

Joy was pleased to announce that WSDA invited the Washington Wine Industry Foundation to participate in Phase II of the 2010 Specialty Crop Block Grant Program for the project entitled: Winewise: The Washington State Guide to Sustainable Winery Practices.  The review process of Phase I was very competitive with over $11 million requested for the $3 million available. The full grant proposal is now due April 30.  However, it is important to note that submitting a Grant Proposal does not guarantee funding; rather it is the next step in the competitive grant process. 
The Ship grant was discussed and how best to work within the confines of the current Winewise format.  There is concern that the two efforts be synchronized to address the specific needs of the industry while still providing the grant deliverables.  Joy will send a follow up email to the steering committee asking for their input on how best to extract from the Winewise chapters all health and safety aspects that could pertain to the SHIP grant.

The grant is from L&I Safety and Health Investment Projects (SHIP) and awarded to projects directed at preventing workplace injuries, illnesses, and fatalities in Washington State.  WWIF was part of the award received by the UW-Field Research and Consultation Group for a total of $133,239 (our portion is $40,000 for the health and safety topics of Winewise).  Grant goals are to:
· Clarify Washington wine industry-identified health and safety concerns.

· Develop a best practices health and safety manual for the Washington wine industry

Objectives:

1. Conduct a literature review of hazards and hazard controls in the wine industry and discuss occupational health and safety concerns with industry leaders.

2. Facilitate a focus group of wine industry participants to assist in developing a Washington industry specific health and safety hazards and to develop priority health and safety hazards for the resource manual.

3. Draft Health and Safety resource manual with input from partners and focus groups

4. Create web-based health and safety resource tools.

5. Communicate health and safety content and tools to the Washington wine industry.

We are still waiting to hear from on the EPA Office of Environmental Education Grant for $128,250 (Spring 2010).
Glass Recycling Task Force: 
Judy (Diageo) is continuing to work on the East side and there are now some wineries interested in doing something similar on the West side.  Les Wallace from SMWE has also volunteered to be on the committee.  The effort will cost the individuals and the industry some expense to get this set up.  The effort needs to pick up some steam to get more involved to make it “sustainable”.
