Joy introduced the guests and began with a brief introduction of Winewise.  She reminded the group that Winewise project is looking for funding and will re-submit to the WSDA specialty crop grant and to Altria which is being proposed by Ted Baseler at a meeting he had with them last week.  The funding is to hire consultants for writing and to get the info online.  (Joy also explained that Altria is now the parent company for SMWE).
Joy asked Stuart of Kennedy Jenks to explain the background of the winery wastewater guidebook and the workshop that their group put together with AVF and Wine Institute and…..  The workshop in Washington will be held on April 22 at WSU Tri-Cities.  St. Laurent also offered to assist also.    Stuart also shared what the utilities could offer in terms of information or incentives.  
Stuart will email with power suppliers to work out an agenda for that part of the agenda.  

Rob has also been working with the DOE to see what they could provide.  Information will be forthcoming in the next week or so.  The question was raised about whether the person is from the area of general permits or company specific. Tom Tebb is the regional director of Ecology’s central regional office in Yakima, serving Benton, Chelan, Douglas, Kittitas, Klickitat, Okanogan, and Yakima counties.
Assistance will be needed on-site and a dinner the night before (April 21) in the Tri-cities.  Sponsors are also being sought.
PROGRESS REPORTS: Joy shared that each chapter is being drafted by teams and that certification will be woven into the chapters according to the LIVE (Low Input viticulture and Enology) program which is based in Oregon but is a Northwest centric approach.  Chapters will begin with a checklist, then a self assessment and a work plan format.

Education and Research-Valerie Fayette had to leave early for her class.  Joy shared that the group has been working and have included sources for resources. Staffing, Training and Employee Relations-(Tim reported) Group has received draft feedback and are starting their assessment guide.  Group has recommended the name of “Staffing, Safety and Human Resources”.  
Material Handling-(Shaila) Waiting for feedback from the rest of the team by the third week of April.  Will include the requirements of state and federal agencies.  
Environmentally Preferred Purchasing-Mickey Dunne is returning from NY.  Report forthcoming. 
Community Outreach-Kerry Ringer will submit by email.
Site Development-Judy Thoet reporting.  She shared that the Sierra Nevada Brewery has received numerous awards and she was able to incorporate many items from their for site development.  She also included information from other sources.  She is virtually completed with the self assessment. 
Joy feels that most of the chapters would be completed by the end of April.  She also asked if any group needs to access a consultant to let her know.  Joy asked that the chapter leads get together to discuss what’s been done and what is left to be done.  This group also needs to discuss format and LIVE certification.
